¢ Your notes/entries should NOT center on what happens in the story, such as giving a summary of
the plot. Instead, you should focus on making deeper connections such as:
- ldeas that the chapter inspires or makes you think about
- Connections that you can make to other books, stories, or other texts
- Thoughts regarding how the character(s) are changing or remaining the same through their actions,
words, and emotions
- The language used- the tone, the word choice, the style, any literary devices you notice, the way the
author writes
- Cultural connections — thoughts on how the story relates to society, culture, identity
