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WHAT IS THE REFLECTIVE PROJECT?

* The Reflective Project is an in-depth body of work (essay, play, storyboard, graphic presentation, video, etc.)
produced over the duration of the IBCP program and is submitted at the end of your coursework. It is designed
to draw together key elements of the IBCP program: Career-related studies (CTE), Community and Service
Learning, and the Personal and Professional Skills (PPS) course. You will need to identify an ethical
issue/dilemma, stemming from your career-related studies, which you would like to explore in greater depth.

Goals of the Reflective Project
* Engage in personal inquiry, action and reflection (PLAN, DO, REFLECT) on a specific ethical issue.
* Develop research and communication skills. i
* Develop the skills of critical and creative thinking.
