What are the days and times of ELOS?

ELOS is available on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday of each week from 8:00 AM - 8:50 AM
at Proviso East and Proviso West. Times will vary at PMSA.

Are students required to attend ELOS?

Attendance at ELOS is expected of all students. This is time dedicated to help students succeed
and/or extend their learning. Students may choose the ELOS activities that best fit their needs,
unless they are specifically assigned to sessions to make up work or participate in interventions.
If students are assigned to ELOS to make-up exams or complete missing assignments, failure to
attend may forfeit their opportunity to make up the work. Otherwise, there is no penalty for
missing ELOS.

Is transportation provided?
